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4. Medicare: Medicare for all cannot work
Well That Settles It! Insurance and Drug Lobbyists Say Medicare for All “Cannot Work”

The for-profit health care industry and its political surrogates were quick to criticize the sweeping universal Medicare legislation unveiled this week by Sen. Bernie Sanders and more than a dozen Senate Democrats.

“Whether it’s called single-payer or Medicare for All, government-controlled health care cannot work,” David Merritt, vice president of America’s Health Insurance Plans, a lobbying group for health insurance companies, said in a statement to reporters. Read more . . . 
The Council of Insurance Agents & Brokers, another insurance lobby group, released a statement declaring that it “adamantly opposes the creation of a single-payer regime, and our guard is up on these efforts.” The release cited the rising popularity of single-payer proposals in California, New York, and Colorado, and now Sanders’s effort in Congress.

“These are worrisome developments, and the increased volume on single-payer is setting off alarms on what Democratic priorities could represent following seven years of failed ACA repeal efforts,” the CIAB statement noted.

The Congressional Leadership Fund, a super PAC funded by a number of health care interests — including health insurance giant Anthem, pharmaceutical firm Amgen, and the Biotechnology Innovation Organization, a lobby group for biotech companies — also sprung to attack the proposal.

The group called the bill the “latest radical and expensive plan for government-run health care” in an announcement on the CLF website.

Former Rep. Bruce Morrison, the Connecticut Democrat who left Congress and is now a lobbyist for the American Hospital Association, dismissed the plan as doing too much to disrupt employer-based coverage.

“Half of America gets their health insurance coverage on the job,” Morrison said. Single payer would replace coverage for some 150 million people, he noted. “If you just leaped to Medicare for All, you would totally disrupt the expectations of all those people. And that would not be a good idea.”

A similar argument was made by former Democratic Rep. Earl Pomeroy of North Dakota, who lost his seat and is also now lobbying for a number of health care interests, including health insurance firm Aetna and drug maker Novo Nordisk.

“Pretty consistently, people value the coverage they have. Any proposal that says you have to give up the coverage that you know for coverage that we’ll create under a new government program will be a difficult sell,” Pomeroy told The Intercept.

“I think this is an organizing tool to continue to build support for a dramatic further overhaul of the health reform system. And I think that’s its fundamental purpose, and no one thinks it’s going to pass anytime soon,” he concluded.

The universal Medicare proposal released this week extends health insurance coverage to every single American free of copays, premiums, and deductibles — and has long been viewed as a direct threat to highly profitable health-related industries and providers.

The bill calls for gradually expanding Medicare coverage, starting with the young and phasing in other segments of the population. The plan would cover all essential services, including routine doctor visits, emergency room care, mental health, dental, outpatient care, and forms of treatment. . .
Private health insurers hate the plan because it would largely replace them. Drugmakers fear single payer because the Sanders bill calls for price negotiation on pharmaceutical products, a policy now barred by a provision created by drug lobbyists and their allies in Congress. . . 

The aforementioned lobby group America’s Health Insurance Plans secretly spent $86 million on dark money efforts in 2009 to derail the Affordable Care Act, with a special focus on eliminating the public option provision. As The Intercept first reported, the Council of Insurance Agents & Brokers, the other insurance group blasting the Sanders effort, similarly mobilized part of the effort to defeat a ballot measure in Colorado last year to establish a state-based single-payer plan.

The notorious Southern Poverty Law Center is quietly cashing in on the tragedy, raking in millions on its spun-up reputation as a group that “fights hate.” Apple CEO Tim Cook informed employees that his company is giving $1 million to SPLC and matching employee donations. J.P. Morgan Chase is pitching in $500,000, specifically to further the SPLC’s “work in tracking, exposing and fighting hate groups and other extremist organizations,” in the words of Peter Scher, the bank’s head of corporate responsibility.
What Mr. Scher is referring to is the SPLC’s “Hate Map,” its online list of 917 American “hate groups.” The SPLC alone decides who goes on the list, but its criteria are purposely vague. Since the SPLC is a far-left activist group, the map comes down to this: If the SPLC doesn’t agree with your views, it tags you as a hater. Read more . . . 
Let’s not mince words: By funding this list, J.P. Morgan and Apple are saying they support labeling Christian organizations that oppose gay marriage as “hate groups.” That may come as a sour revelation to any bank customers who have donated to the Family Research Council (a mainstream Christian outfit on the SPLC’s list) or whose rights are protected by the Alliance Defending Freedom (which litigates for religious freedom and is also on the list) . . .
The SPLC has tarred the respected social scientist Charles Murray, author of the well-regarded book “Losing Ground,” as a “white nationalist.” Mr. Murray has been physically assaulted on campus as a result. He happens to be married to an Asian woman and has Asian daughters, so the slur is ludicrous. But what’s a little smearing and career destruction if J.P. Morgan Chase gets some good headlines?

It isn’t only the lists. An honest outfit tracking violent groups would keep to straightforward descriptions and facts. Instead, the SPLC’s descriptions of people are brutally partisan, full of half-truths and vitriol designed to inspire fury. . . 

Had the companies done a bit of homework, they’d have discovered the SPLC isn’t even considered a sound charity. Karl Zinsmeister excoriated the outfit in a recent article for Philanthropy Roundtable: “Its two largest expenses are propaganda operations: creating its annual list of ‘haters’ and ‘extremists,’ and running a big effort that pushes ‘tolerance education’ through more than 400,000 public-school teachers. And the single biggest effort undertaken by the SPLC? Fundraising. On the organization’s 2015 IRS 990 form it declared $10 million of direct fundraising expenses, far more than it has ever spent on legal services” . . .    
The corporate donations are nonetheless appalling, as they legitimize a group that already exercises inappropriate influence. The SPLC’s list is cited regularly by the media and congressional Democrats, ignorant or uncaring of its falsehoods. The charity tracker GuideStar for a time attached warning labels to philanthropies flagged by the SPLC.

This undermines the fight against truly hateful groups. Comparing pro bono lawyers at the Alliance Defending Freedom to hood-wearing KKK members only make the Klan seem more innocuous. Blackballing mainstream groups only silences the moderate voices the country needs to fight hate and bigotry.

Corporations have a role to play in calming today’s divisions. This is the opposite.

He might in fact be paid for NOT doing things for you, to meet the savings goals of the New Generation Accountable Care Organization (affectionately known as New Gen ACO) in which you will be automatically enrolled.

You shouldn’t judge a politician by his looks, but people often do. Sanders looks like Grandpa—kind and benign. The face of Medicare, however, is Acting CMS Administrator Andy Slavitt. If you were Central Casting, you would probably cast him in a role like the one he has had in real life: a Goldman Sachs banker and CEO for a UnitedHealth Group subsidiary. Such people get their positions through ruthless dedication to the corporate bottom line. What does Sanders think of him?

Medicare is today’s single payer for the elderly and disabled. All the money is funneled through government, though it is first taken from hundreds of millions of taxpayers and disbursed through private contractors called carriers. Power also serves as the cudgel by which shadow men can, and often do, vanquish their intramural competitors and enemies. 
In order for shadow men to pursue their life’s passion of absolute dominance over everyone and everything, they must exercise control over the masses and other competing shadow men within their elite group. Shadow men believe the masses possess only one power worthy of their attention, and that is the power of large numbers. Shadow men view the masses as a commodity to exploit, harvest, use for fun and experiment upon. Despite their power over the masses, shadow men fear them. 
Shadow men’s insatiable appetite for power and dominance necessitates that their surrogate institutions tasked with population management retain the services of mind control researchers, experts and operational agents who design, then employ, various mind control strategies and tactics. 
Shadow men’s matrix of power is self-perpetuating because of the following sobering realities. Legacy power transfers from one generation to another with each succeeding generation virtually guaranteed to leverage their great power over others who are either dupes, complicit or agents. Consider that only a very few among the masses will ever develop a meaningful understanding of shadow men. Of those very few, even fewer among the masses would dare challenge a power matrix that is, for all intents and purposes, functionally invisible to those who, presumably, would be interested in rising up to challenge shadow men. 
If a member of the masses poses a viable threat to shadow men, then that very rare person may be seduced, if not ignored, by agents of shadow men and encouraged to join a branch of their matrix of power. Sex, power, wealth and possessing a pseudo-elite identity can be very seductive to a person who would otherwise be a champion for the masses; masses that have nothing to offer their potential savior in return. Not only do the masses have little or nothing to give back, saviors invariably have to deal with the masses’ denial and psychological resistance to efforts to help them. The seduction of viable threats to shadow men is a well-practiced art among the agents of shadow men when ignoring the threat is unsuccessful. In the very rare instance that a viable threat successfully runs the gauntlet, that person’s threat is terminated; never to be revealed, as anything other than an unfortunate accident, a regretful loss to disease or victim of random violence. If history is any guide, when brave champions of the masses are terminated, the masses cower in fear, use denial, rationalization and soon put the entire matter out of their limited awareness. . .

Colonel William Frasier Fortner II

1942 – 2017
The Hero’s Legend
[William Frasier Fortner made an appt in my office in October 2001. He stated that he had no medical problems and was just evaluating this office and our relationship to his several consultants. He returned for annual examinations yearly through 2015 when this office closed at my retirement. He came by the office a number of times between his annual exams to tell his favorite story and deliver his favorite drink. Many times, he called to tell his latest story on the phone which always brightened up the day for my wife and me. He was a B52 pilot. I had served at Mather AFB which had a Sac Bomb wing. I saw B52’s take off every morning. I had the privilege of sitting in the IP seat on a 14-hour mission across N. America with the two pilots in front of me and two Navigators behind me. His wife Catherine, a 747 pilot, was usually with him on his appointments. I called his home in September 2017 for disposal of his x-rays. His wife informed me of his death and that the memorial would be that week in his school auditorium. It was a pleasure to meet his family and see the parade of military service men, many in uniform, paying their respects and citing a number of remembrances. It was truly a privilege to serve such an honorable American, an Air Force Colonel and a 52 pilot.]

Colonel William Frasier Fortner II, 74, passed away Sunday, September 3, 2017, in Sacramento, California.  He was born October 21, 1942 in Lawton, Oklahoma, to Jake and Nell Fortner. 
Following his 1961 graduation from High School in Enterprise, Alabama, he earned a Bachelor of Science Degree in Pre-Law and Business at Auburn University. In 1964-65, Col. Fortner was elected President of his school and was selected for Who’s Who in American Colleges and Universities.  
Col. Fortner was commissioned in the United States Air Force in 1965 and was assigned Pilot Training at Craig AFB, Selma, AL, in 1966-67. He flew as KC-135 Co-Pilot, 913th Air Refueling Squadron, Barksdale AFB, LA until 1969, then he volunteered for the O-2 to Vietnam.  He was a night forward air controller and tactics instructor pilot until 1970, flying 356 combat missions over Southeast Asia. His next tour was Aircraft Commander, Instructor Pilot, Chief of Tanker Mission Development for the 912th AREFS, Warner Robins AFB, GA.  He was Chief Wing Planner for the 19th Bomb Wing following Bullet Shot and Linebacker Operations in North Vietnam.  In 1974, Col. Fortner completed a rated supplement assignment to Minot AFB, ND, 5th Bomb Wing, as an Aircraft Maintenance Officer. He was selected as Top Company Grade Maintenance Officer in 15th Air Force. In 1978, Col. Fortner completed Air Command and Staff College and was assigned to Strategic Air Command Headquarters, Offutt AFB, NE, becoming Chief of the Future Systems Branch, Chairman of the Command Control Communications Panel and a Chief Briefing Officer of the Joint Service Connectivity Study Group. In 1981, he became a B-52G Flight Commander and Instructor Pilot, 28th Bomb Squadron, Robins AFB, GA. He was promoted to 19th Bomb Wing and served as Director of Training, Deputy Commander for Operations, and as Squadron Commander of the 99th Air Refueling Squadron. In 1985, Col. Fortner attended Air War College, Maxwell AFB, AL and from there went on to distinguish himself at the Pentagon, Washington DC, as Chief of Strategic Forces Division, Directorate of Programs and Evaluation, Deputy Chief of Staff, Programs and Resources from 1986 to 1989. Col. Fortner’s final assignment was to develop, organize and build the School of Advanced Air and Space Studies for Air University at Maxwell AFB, AL. 
In 1992, after 27 years of service, Col. Fortner retired from active duty. His superior initiative, outstanding leadership, and devotion to duty reflect great credit upon himself and the United States Air Force. A Command Pilot with over 3300 flying hours, his decorations include Legion of Merit, Distinguished Flying Cross with Oak Leaf Cluster, Meritorious Service Medal with Oak Leaf Cluster, Air Medal with 13 Oak Leaf Clusters, Air Force Commendation Medal with Oak Leaf Cluster, Air Force Outstanding  Unit Award with Oak Leaf Cluster, Air Force Expeditionary Medal, Vietnamese Service Medal with four Bronze Stars, Republic of Vietnam Campaign Medal, Republic of Vietnam Gallantry Cross with Silver Star and Republic of Vietnam Gallantry Cross with Palm. 
After retiring from the Air Force, Colonel Fortner moved to Sacramento, CA and built a Junior ROTC Program at Highlands High School.  He taught Aerospace Studies, Aviation History, Leadership, Citizenship and Life Skills for the next 17 years, influencing young teens to love their Country, take pride and serve their Community, to respect themselves, their Family and to take care of their fellow man. He remained actively engaged in Community Service for the rest of his life. He started a YMCA Adventure Guide Program in Sacramento for Fathers and Sons, he volunteered countless hours at his sons’ schools and for after school activities. He served as Flight Captain for 5 years for the Daedalians and a member of the Red River Valley Fighter Pilot Association, "River Rats". 
He was Co-Chairman of Veterans for Trump for the Sacramento Region and helped organize a successful rally for our future President, at Sacramento Metropolitan Airport.  Frasier was an extrovert and people person extraordinaire. He liked to say he never met a stranger. He loved talking and interacting with everyone. He had a repertoire of jokes and stories that he loved to share at every opportunity.  He loved to laugh, and he would light up the room with his big, outgoing personality.  He was the epitome of a Southern Gentleman: superb manners, a chivalrous romantic and, above all, a man of honor and integrity. 
Frasier was a devoted husband and father. He taught his sons that a man’s word is his bond, if he made a deal with you, he would always over deliver and if he was in your corner, he would fight and never give up for you—always finish the job!!!!!  
He was "War Eagle", a lifelong devoted alumnus of Auburn University. He loved college football and watching the Auburn Tigers, his wardrobe in full of orange and blue polo shirts with the AU insignia proudly displayed. He had a strong, southern accent and when asked where he was from, he would always answer, LA. The unsuspecting person would say, no way you’re not from Los Angeles, and he would smile, laugh and reply Lower Alabama. 
He loved his cars and he loved to collect things: coins, kites, cribbage boards, etc. He loved to play card games: bridge, cribbage, hearts, gin, solitaire, black jack, you name it, he’d beat you at it. Frasier loved being generous, extravagant, a bit flashy, but overall, he was a conservative fellow. 
His motto was "never have just one of anything", and he lived up to that saying. In a way, he even got to live two different lives and two different careers. He married Sandra K. Flickinger of Birmingham, Alabama when he graduated from college, and they were together until he retired from the Air Force. They had two sons, Trey and Todd. When he moved to California to begin his teaching career, he started a new life with future wife, Catherine M. Cook, from Sacramento. They had two more sons, Jake and John. He has three grandchildren, so far, Cole, Patrick and Ava. He is survived by his brothers John and Robert, and his sister Jane. 
Frasier is being laid to rest at the Dothan City Cemetery, AL, in the Fortner Family Plot. He is joining a long line of family aviation heritage.  His grandfather Max was taught how to fly by Orville and Wilbur Wright at Maxwell Field. The Uncle for whom he was named was a super pilot and flew for Eastern Air Lines during WWII and was killed just a week before he was to report for duty with the Army Air Corps. His Daddy, Jake, was one of the original Army aviators during WWII which branched off from being field artillery spotters into using the airplane and an extension of the field commanders striking power. He was installed into the Army Aviation Hall of Fame. 
Now Frasier joins this distinguished group of Fortner pilots.  Those special men who look upward and dream for they have broken the surly bonds of Earth and touched the Face of God. Frasier, you will be loved and remembered in our hearts forever. The FMA actively supported legislation that prevents doctors from directly billing patients for the care they provide in emergency rooms and hospitals – even when the doctors have no contract with the patient’s insurance company. Florida law will now forbid them from billing patients seen at hospitals in nearly all circumstances. The Florida Medical Association repeatedly went on the record to support passage of the legislation that will impose up to $10,000 in fines, disciplinary action and possible criminal prosecution upon doctors that dare to simply collect payment for their services. The end result will be that insurance companies will have all the power as doctors lose substantial leverage in negotiating contracts with insurance companies. Politicians sold the law as a way to stop what they dubbed “surprise” hospital bills while inaccurately labelling it as “balance billing” for political purposes.

The AZ Senate Committee of the Whole (COW) gave the Interstate Medical Licensure Compact bill, HB 2502, a “Do 
Pass as Amended” 
(DPA) recommendation.  There are several good things in the amendment:

It prohibits board certification from being required for licensure through Arizona’s existing licensing process.

It directs the Arizona Medical Board to develop its own expedited licensure process for physicians wishing to avoid 
Compact licensure.

It prevents Compact licensure from being required as a condition of employment.
